This year marks a remarkable milestone for Stanley Park as it celebrates 100 years at
the heart of our community.

Officially opened in 1926, Stanley Park was created during a time when Blackpool was
thriving as one of Britain’s most popular seaside resorts. The park formed part of an

ambitious vision to provide elegant green space for both residents and visitors,
somewhere away from the bustle of the promenade where people could relax, stroll and

enjoy beautifully designed surroundings.

The land was originally purchased by the council in the early 1920s, and renowned
landscape architect Thomas Hayton Mawson was commissioned to design the park. His

vision brought sweeping pathways, formal Italian gardens, ornamental lakes and
carefully planned vistas that still shape the park today. The striking Art Deco café and
sports facilities soon followed, cementing Stanley Park as a social and recreational hub

for the town.

Over the decades, Stanley Park has hosted everything from boating afternoons and
bandstand concerts to community events and family gatherings. Generations have

learned to ride bikes along its paths, fed ducks by the lake, played bowls and tennis, or
enjoyed a quiet moment beneath its mature trees.

Now recognised as one of the finest examples of early 20th-century municipal park
design in the country, award-winning Stanley Park remains a source of pride for

Blackpool. Its centenary is not only a celebration of its history, but of the memories it
continues to create.

As we mark 100 years of this treasured green space, it’s a wonderful reminder of the
importance of parks in bringing communities together, offering space to breathe, reflect

and reconnect. Here’s to the next century of Stanley Park.
